EXECUTIVE REPORTS
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the Board of Health’s last meeting a Resolution was passed making the Will County Health Department
and Sunny Hill Tuberculosis Clinic Campus’ a 100% Smoke Free campus, both inside and outside. This
pelicy takes effect on January 18, 2007.

Ms. Shannon-Albert presented the new encounter rates which were effective January 1, 2007. The rates
increased for medical, dental and behavior health services. The rates for each medical service
encounter increased from $122.02 to $124.58 per encounter: Dental encounters increased from $89.48
t© $91.36 per encounter; and Behavior Hezlth increased from $46.42 to $47.39 per encounter.

Ms. Shannon-Albert reperted that the statistics for medical, dental and behavior health services were
down from December 2005 to November 2006 by approx. 5% in total visits for the year. Part of that year
included statistics that were overstated in the earlier part of 2005. Ms. Shannon-Albert said that we are
hoping to have very clean numbers for comparison for fiscal year 2007.

Ms. Shannon-Albert referred to information in each packet regarding the renewal of the Center's
malpractice liability insurance starting January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2007.

Ms. Shannon-Albert acknowledged donations received from Dominic’'s, Bethel Lutheran Church, and
Board members.

Ms. Shannon-Albert announced that staff Spanish classes will start January 4, 2007. The classes will be

80 minutes and be taught by Hector Lopez. We are looking for trainers to assist in future efforts.

CHIEF MEDICAL OFFICER

Rush is looking to establish a clinic at Silver Cross for high risk OB patients. Rush feels our physicians

would be good liaisons to develop a high risk program which will serve high risk patients.
